The highlight of the event and a complete surprise to all of the 

faculty and staff at MCAE was the induction of Herbert H. Gould into 

the òDirectors Hall of Fameó.  The award was presented to the Adult 

Education Director with 15+ years of service.  As Mr. Gould walked

and proud.

Finance teacher, Teliscia Little is 

connecting classroom learning with the real 

world.  Students are opening and 

maintaining bank accounts with local banks 

and learning how to budget their personal 

spending. 

At the beginning of the school year, 

students began keeping a spending log of 

their daily purchases. Even the cost of  

bubble gum at the price of a penny had to be 

recorded. 

The goal was to make students aware of their 

spending decisions and to save money that 

could be used to open a savings account.  In 

the process, students realized how a dollar 

here and a dollar there added up quickly. 

As students deepened their understanding of 

spending and begin to develop their financial 

goals, SPC Credit Union Member Service 

Representative, Shasta Lloyd spoke to the 

class about opening a student checking/

savings account.  She discussed the process 

for opening a savings or checking account and 

cautioned students about overdraft when 

using check/debit cards. She also 

demonstrated how to calculate the interest on 

money in your account. 

The class is scheduled to visit SPC in January 

to continue their learning of banking services.
